Parnham Voices on Safari - Concert in Gittisham Church 31st August

Parnham Voices, the Beaminster based a cappella choir, will be on safari on Saturday 315 August
2019. Safari is a special event in the choir’s calendar, when the members come back together
after the long summer break and visit four different churches during the day, giving short, informal
concerts showcasing the choir’s large repertoire. There is no charge for admission, a retiring
collection for charity will be taken

Parnham Voices is a small chamber choir formed in 2002, the singers coming from a wide area
centred on Beaminster, Dorset. The choir sings all types of music - medieval to modern, sacred
and secular - including masses and motets, anthems and folk songs, Victorian pieces and
evergreens from the twenties and thirties. They have been invited to sing in many beautiful
venues, including Bath Abbey, Sherborne Abbey, Salisbury Cathedral and Barrington Court as
well as performing in the Beaminster Festival in support of the well-respected Armonico Consort
and as performers in their own right.



Gittisham Community Land Trust Affordable housing “drop-in” event

As you may be aware, a housing need survey was carried out in Gittisham in 2016 which identified the
need for 6 affordable homes in the parish. Since that time Gittisham Community Land Trust (GCLT) has
been formed to undertake the development of these homes. The GCLT has been working closely with the
Combe Estate to identify a suitable site for a small development and after a public meeting on 16th May
their preferred site (Agricultural Buildings former Town Farm, Exeter Road) was officially endorsed by the
majority of those attending.

The next steps are to engage solicitors, consultants, architects and a housing association who will manage
the homes and then to submit a planning application to East Devon District Council.

As Gittisham is a small rural village, the need for these homes must be justified. Therefore as the housing
need survey is now over 3 years old and people’s circumstances may have changed in the intervening
years, it has been decided to update the housing need in the parish. As part of this process the GCLT is
running a “drop-in” event for anyone interested in affordable housing in the village.

Time & Date : 3—7 pm Thursday 10" October 2019 Venue : Gittisham Village Hall

At this drop-in, representatives from Gittisham CLT and Wessex CLT Project, the Devon Rural Housing
Enabler and East Devon District Council Housing Options department will be available to discuss the
development and to advise how to register on Devon Home Choice which is the local housing register. All
conversations will be held in strictest confidence and no personal data will be passed on to members of the
GCLT or Parish Council.

In order to apply for these homes, you would need a local connection to Gittisham, either by residence,
employment, upbringing or a family connection.

It is important that anyone who believes they need affordable rented housing registers on Devon
Home Choice as this is where the homes will be advertised and where applicants can apply for
them. Early application will enhance the chances of being allocated a home.
